Corporation Beach - Walking distance — Turn right out of the driveway, cross 6A onto Hope Rd. Turn Right
on Whig, left on Corporation Rd and dead end at the beach. About 1 % miles

Chapin Beach - Dennis Check the tide chart for Sesuit Harbor before you go. If it is high tide there is not
much beach to walk on, if it is low tide the surf will be almost half a mile away. It is pretty cool.
